a poverty level household with four generations living under one roof
and a single mother of two with limited ability to work due to complications related to pregnancy.

One of the blessings our church experienced last year was having greater opportunity to serve families
in our community, due to a growing relationship with the health department.  YOU have made a
difference in the lives of many families!  Last month our church received an award and letter of
appreciation for our joint efforts to help young children.
